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Example for Section 4 – No Hall Offer in Previous Year/ Years 

 

Example 1 – Tom Smith as a Year 3 Local Student 

 

• Situation 1: 

Tom stayed in hall when he was in Year 1 and in Year 2. As he received hall offers in 

previous years, 0 hall points will be gained in this section. 

 

• Situation 2: 

Tom stayed in hall when he was in Year 1, but not in Year 2 (or stayed in hall when he 

was in Year 2, but not in Year 1). As he received a hall offer in previous years, 0 hall 

points will be gained in this section. 

 

• Situation 3: 

Tom never stayed in hall when he was in Year 1 and in Year 2 (due to no application 

submission or never receiving a hall offer in the past). As he did not receive any hall 

offer in previous years, 5 hall points will be gained in this section. 

 

• Situation 4: 

Tom never stayed in hall when he was in Year 1 and in Year 2. However he did receive 

a hall offer in Year 1 (or Year 2), but he rejected it or did not respond to it. As he received 

a hall offer in previous years, 0 hall points will be gained in this section. 

 

• Situation 5: 

Tom never stayed in hall when he was in Year 1 and Year 2. He withdrew his hall 

application before receiving a hall offer in Year 1 (or Year 2). As he did not receive a 

hall offer in previous years, 5 hall points will be gained in this section. 
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Example 2 – Tom Smith as a Year 3 Non-Local/ No-Home-Base Student 

 

• Situation 1: 

Tom stayed in hall when he was in Year 2. As he received a hall offer in the previous 

year, 0 hall points will be gained in this section. 

 

• Situation 2: 

Tom did not stay in hall when he was in Year 2 (due to no application submission or 

never receiving a hall offer in the previous year). As he did not receive a hall offer in 

the previous year, 20 hall points will be gained in this section. 

 

• Situation 3: 

Tom did not stay in hall when he was in Year 2. However he did receive a hall offer, he 

rejected it or did not respond to it. As he received a hall offer in the previous year, 0 

hall points will be gained under this section. 

 

• Situation 4: 

Tom did not stay in hall when he was in Year 2. He withdrew his hall application before 

receiving a hall offer. As he did not receive a hall offer in the previous year, 20 hall 

points will be gained under this section. 

 

• Situation 5: 

Tom received a hall offer for a residential period commencing after the first day of 

Spring Term in Year 2. As the residential period covers less than a term within the 

residential year, 20 hall points will be gained in this section.
